ORDER GRANTING RELIEF FROM SANCTIONS; 

ORDER TO CORRECT CLERICAL MISTAKE;

ORDER FOR SANCTIONS AGAINST THE STATE, INTERVENORS WBIR, KNOXVILLE NEWS SENTINEL AND CITY OF KNOXVILLE; ORDER GRANTING MEDIA ACCESS TO INTERVENOR JOHN LEE

This cause came to be heard on the 11th day of September, 2009, before the Honorable Mary Beth Liebowitz, Judge of the Criminal Court for Knox County, Tennessee, Division III. After reconsideration of the evidence, and application of new evidence, it is therefore ORDERED, ADJUDGED, and DECREED as follows:

The Court erred in denying John Lee the right to argue pro se his Motion to Alter or Amend Judgment for Media Access, Motion to Correct Clerical Mistake, Motion for Entry of Judgment, and his objection to Motions to Quash Subpoena.

All filings of motions by John Lee are hereby deemed timely, due to delay in entries of judgement for lack of service of process, or delay in service of process due to clerical mistake by court clerk mailing to incorrect address.

John Lee’s subpoenas were properly sworn out and served to enforce the Tennessee Open Records Act, notwithstanding clerical mistakes by clerk of court. Testimony by subpoenaed witnesses and rebuttal witnesses would have been relevant and material to the issues. Said subpoenas were thus not an abuse of process. Sanctions and costs against John Lee are hereby reversed.

The court clerk is hereby ordered to draft new subpoena forms to incorporate potential pro se and intervenor parties.

City of Knoxville is hereby ordered forthwith to allow inspection by John Lee of all contracts involving media corporations for the previous 10 years, under provision of the Tennessee Open Records Act. Costs for the hearing on September 11 are taxed to City of Knoxville, for willful failure to allow inspection of public records.

Costs for sanctions against WBIR, Knoxville News Sentinel, City of Knoxville and State of Tennessee will be a taxed by Bill of Costs filed with the clerk by John Lee, at the rate of $125.00 per failure to serve process upon John Lee, for which execution may issue if necessary.

The Court’s order for the attorney general as amicus curiae to investigate John Lee for alleged willful abuse of process and civil contempt is hereby reversed.

Permission to electronically record proceedings is hereby granted to John Lee, under Rule 30 of the Supreme Court.
